Course outline
This course is designed to introduce students to the theoretical approaches and key debates in studies of ethnicity, culture and politics of European countries from a multidisciplinary perspective.

 Objectives

The course aims to provide the necessary analytical tools and theoretical framework in order to explain and understand contemporary social and political changes in European countries.
Learning outcomes
By the end of this course, students will be able to:

Preparation for class

Reading the assigned chapters and having some familiarity with them before class will greatly assist students’ understanding of the lecture. After the lectures students should study their notes and work relevant problems from the end of the chapter and sample exam questions.

Topics with contents
Topic 1
Origins And Biological Considerations
War as a natural relation between original herds or groups of men, inspired by the predatory instinct or by some other instinct of the herd; natural struggle between groups, especially between races, the fittest in this struggle tending to survive; the power of adaptation to the conditions of stable life; conditions that enter into the formation of groups,—upon desires, impulses and needs arising in the social life rather than in instinct as such; differences of race as causes of war; the sense of difference of kind and the fear of the strange; motives of combat, as shown within the group and toward outsiders; the display motive, with the desire to intimidate and to display power.
Topic 2
Unconscious Motives, the Reversion Theories of War, and the Intoxication Motive
Conscious and an unconscious will in nations, old and sacred feelings of patriotism; war as precisely a plunge into the primeval; war is a recrudescence of a more primitive life than our own; war as a mere recrudescence of old impulses and types of conduct buried beneath civilization; deep and powerful motives in the individual mind and the social life; the exaltation of a people, exhibition of the forms of royalty, its display, its color and its dramatic moments; joy of overcoming the pain of death; the exultation of sacrifice; love of display; feeling of tragedy; the ecstasy of exerting the utmost of power; love of danger; the gambling motive; the love of battle; love of all the dramatic elements of military life.
Topic 3
Instincts in War: Fear, Hate, the Aggressive Impulse, Motives of Combat and Destruction, the Social Instinct
The highly complex emotions, moods and impulses in the social consciousness; aggressive instinct; moods of fear and pessimism; Germany's inclination to preventive wars; German ambition and the conception of the absolute State;  hatred considered both as a cause of war, and as an element in the war moods; the entire inability of nations to understand one another; Germany preoccupation with the idea of injustice; the instinct of combat; social instincts; the control of these desires in a conscious process of organization; the fundamental principles of the psychology of the social feelings; primitive reactions of anger and fear enter into the ecstatic moods.
Topic 4
Aesthetic Elements in the Moods and Impulses of War
The relation of art to war; aesthetic qualities of war; war is the essence of all the dramatic and heroic story of the world; the ideals of noblesse oblige, honor, the spirit of sportsmanship; the aesthetic forms in which courage is represented; impression of power to all who must be affected by the exhibition of force; the highly developed etiquette of military life; motives in the mind of man that make him approve of war; details of militarism that are repugnant: the hardship, the lack of freedom and the like; the display motive as an element, aesthetic in motive and form, obviously related to the reproductive functions of the individual.
Topic 5
Patriotism, Nationalism and National Honor
Patriotism as the sum of those causes of war which are conscious as distinguished from the repressed motives; national honor among the main causes of war; distinct and different factors in patriotism; standards of normality and artistic form in regard to the human person and its adornment; social feeling as an attachment to the widest group, the nation; devotion to leader, to government, or to the idea of state; deep reaction of the mind of the individual, usually under the influence of social stimuli; the presence and persistence of patriotism in the world; the roots of this pride and honor; national honor, its codes and standards and its justification and vindication by combat.
Topic 6
"Causes" as Principles and Issues in War
General interpretations of the place of principles and causes in war; interpretations of the conscious motives and principles of other nations; fatalistic doctrine—confidence in the issues of battle as a means of testing the right and the validity of culture; the Teuton is the irreconcilable enemy of the civilization of the French and of all it stands for; spirit of the championship of causes and of justice to other nations; an issue between the ideals of a relatively autocratic form of government and a relatively more democratic form of government; a conflict between the idea of nationalism and that of internationalism.
Topic 7
Philosophical Influences
Influences that led to the great conflict; Hegel’s doctrine of the supremacy of the State as the representative of the Idea on earth; Kant, as the discoverer of the subjective moral principle; English utilitarianism as the doctrine of the main chance; empiricism, as the philosophy of inconsistency and dual principles of thought and conduct; Darwin's great influence as a force turning scholarly interest toward naturalism and away from classicism, as a factor in modern materialism and even pessimism; the belief in the divine right of kings; the belief in the ordained rights of aristocracy; belief in militarism as a social institution.
Topic 8
Religious and Moral Influences
Religion as a cause of war; the root of the relation between war and religion; the doctrine of the divine rights of kings; German’s powerful belief in race superiority, and in the supremacy of the culture of their own nation; French mysticism and a glorious future for a deathless France; moral motives and war; public feeling of obligation to enter a war; the relative importance of moral principles in the motives of war; the contrast between public opinion and expressed motives and political facts; the moral justifications of war; institutional factors.
Topic 9
Economic Factors and Motives
The theory that war is caused by the pressure of population; Germany's desire for colonies as one of the causes of the European crisis; land struggle as one of the deep motives of war, which often determines the strategy of war, and the policies of nations; the economic theory of war; socialistic ideas and new aspects of nationalism and patriotism; industrialism as a great institution and movement of modern life; financial relations becoming the main occasional causes of wars; conflicting interests of Russia, England and Germany in Turkey; economic motives in their relations to all the motives behind human conduct.
Topic 10
Political and Historical Factors
The "great man" theory of history; a psychological study of history; the heroic examples of history, hereditary emotions and the effects of specific events in the history of peoples; the present relations of nations considered in terms of the desires for specific objectives caused by the imperial desires of peoples; the effects of England's irresistible development through several centuries; the struggle for the control of the Mediterranean; Germany's efforts to extend her empire toward the East, and the closing of doors against Germany's advance; Russia's pressure upon the Teutonic peoples, the ancient and terrible dread of Russia on the part of the nations of Western Europe, the shadow under which Turkey, Germany, and England had lived because of the presence of the great Slavic state.
Topic 11
The Synthesis of Causes 
War as a natural expression of the social life, resting primarily upon the fact of the existence, universally, of groups of individuals acting as units; "intoxication" moods and impulses; nations being self-conscious personalities; nations, close to one another, but remained isolated in spirit and lacking both the initiative and the means for becoming definitely related to one another in purposive and sustained activities; spirit of nations as a free and plastic force and a sum of motives and desires, but most fundamentally of all as a growing, living, creative and personal spirit; sense of responsibility for the future.
Topic 12
Internationalism and the School
The Prussian school system: mainly a school of war; all the emotions and ideas necessary to produce morbid nationalism, distorted views of history, and a belief in and a love of war were there fostered and deliberately cultivated; a new content of history that cannot be ignored, but must in some way teach; the impending internationalism; a casual observation of the educational situation; the old and the new requirements in the education of the feelings, the will, the intellect; the scientific methods of treating educational questions; a general way what the effect of the war is to be upon the mind of the educator.
Topic 13
Peace and Militarism 
Recognition of the heroic motive in war; no justification of war whatever, and it ought to be abolished at any price; the English literature of pacifism; the psychological and the biological pacifists; war being associated with intelligence and with virtue in nations, or as to its ever producing either intellectual or moral qualities; the philosophy of war pacifism; the possibility of the final disappearance of war; the ideal of universal brotherhood and cooperation, of sacrifice and altruism; the educated attitude of mind which will best safeguard the peace of the world; the contrast between the heroic and the moral view of teaching war and peace illustrated by the German philosophy of war.
Topic 14
The Teaching of Patriotism 
Patriotism not antagonizing internationalism; passing from a deepened loyalty to country through a sense of the validity and right of the patriotism; the kind of cosmopolitanism and internationalism that demands the final abrogation of the sentiment of patriotism; excess of provincialism in the native patriotism of the peasant; all the egoistic motives in the patriotism of the aristocrat and the militarist; patriotism and the existence of nations; educational problem of patriotism; giving all children a vivid sense of country as physical object, and a deep aesthetic appreciation of this object; idea of home, enlarged and enriched by pictorial representation of country.
Topic 15
Political Education in a Democracy
New conceptions of government and demands for more and better government, significant differences observed in the general attitude toward government among the people in the great nations of the world; individuality and freedom in German philosophy of life; temperamental attitudes toward government; the French idea of freedom upon the doctrine of the equality of all citizens; self-expression of the individual through creative activity; government as ideally a means of aiding all the functions of every individual; essential educational problems of democracy.
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
